Depart from: Atocha AVE station (take metro line 1 to
Atocha Renfe)

Price:  12,70€ (round trip 25,40€).

You will have to walk 15 min or take another bus
to get to the center.

Price: 5,63€ (round-trip 11,26€). Buy tickets on the bus.
